Access Statement For Ivy Cottage Self-Catering Holiday Let

Introduction

Ivy Cottage is a large stone built cottage on Wensley Road on the outskirts of the village of Winster.

Pre-Arrival

· We have a website with pictures of most of the rooms. 
· Bookings/enquiries can be made directly from the website via email, or via telephone or by letter. 

· All guests are directed to our website for directions to the cottage

(Available in different font size and dyslexia friendly format)

· The nearest bustop is on the road in front of the cottage about 20m away

· Matlock Railway station is 5 miles away

· The nearest RADAR toilet is in Winster approx 500 yards from here behind the Bowling Green pub 

· Taxis – Fox Cars in Matlock have a taxi equipped to carry one wheelchair user – Contact 01629 853333

· Winster village centre is 150 metres away

· Matlock town centre is 5.1 miles away

· This access statement is available on our website and in the ‘Welcome file’ in the cottage
Arrival & Car Parking Facilities

· The cottage has its own car parking 

· There are two designated spaces for Ivy Cottage, up to 3 available upon request 
· Parking is located at the top of a driveway 60 metres long
· Parking is allowed on the road in front of the property

· It is possible to pull up and drop off immediately outside the house on the road, this is only 10 metres from the front door

· There is a dropped kerb 5 metres from the drop off point in front of the house 

· There is rear access to a vehicle once it is parked
· There are signs for the property located on the front gate and on the front corner of the building, these are cast metal signs with protruding lettering

· If assistance is required for access on arrival please inform us when booking so it can be arranged 
· The route from the car park to the entrance: 

· The designated parking area is compacted gravel

· The total distance is 50metres from the designated parking to the front door 

· The path around the house is 23metres long and 85cm to 100cm wide 

· The parking area has both night sensor lighting and low level low voltage lighting, this lighting leads down to the access steps where more sensor lighting illuminates the steps and pathway to the front door

· There are 9 steps 80cm wide, 21cm high. There is a handrail down the steps on the left hand side

· The first part of the route from the designated parking is downward sloping until the steps, after the steps the route is level around the building to the access door
Main Entrance & Reception

· The main entrance is the front door at the roadside end of the house. The key for this will be issued upon arrival unless otherwise informed before arrival
· The front door is 84cm wide, 196cm high, hinged on the right. The keyhole is 121 cm high 
· There is one step at the front door 15cm high by 19cm deep
· The front door opens inwards into an entrance hall that is 2.3metres by 2.5metres. There is a light switch on the left hand side as you enter the door. There is a large mat to the left hand side of the entrance hall. The flooring is a dark wood laminate. There is a welcome pack in the kitchen on the work surface  

· There is one bench seat to the right hand side in the entrance hall

· You will be greeted on arrival and given a quick guided tour of the property, unless otherwise informed   

Public Areas – General (Internal)

· None available
Public Areas – WC

 Games Room
· The door from the entrance hall into the games room is 81cm wide, 195cm high

· The carpet is a striped, short pile, nylon based. The stripes run vertical away from the doorway

· Immediately to the right is the door to the lounge, immediately in front are the stairs to the first floor, to the left is the games room area, to the left at the end of the room is the door to the kitchen

· In the games room there are two two-seater settees, and two faux leather beanbags.

· There is a TV with remote and a Playstation 2 that also plays DVD’s

· There is a bookcase with information booklets for the immediate and surrounding area

· The open plan staircase from the games room leads up to the open first floor landing. There are 10 steps of the staircase which are 79cm wide by 22cm high

· The landing at the top of the stairs
· There is a smoke alarm in the games room at the bottom of the stairs which emits a loud beep, beep alarm and flashes a red light on detection of a fire
Lounge

· The door from the games room into the lounge is 73.5cm wide, 196cm high

· The carpet is a striped, short pile, nylon based. The stripes run horizontal across the doorway
· The light switch is to your left hand side as you enter

· The lounge has a four-seater settee a two-seater settee and a separate rocker chair that is movable.

· There is a wall mounted large screen TV with remote control, DVD/CD player and radio, SKY PLUS receiver with subtitles facilities. The DVD and SKY box are wall mounted on protruding glass shelves, care should be taken around these

· There are two reading lamps and two ceiling lights and a wall light

· There is a large low level wooden chest in the centre of the room 
· There is a carbon monoxide detector alarm in the lounge at the bottom of the stairs which emits a loud continuous beep alarm and flashes a red light on detection of a fire
Self Catering Kitchen

· The door from the games room into the kitchen is 73.5cm wide and 196cm high

· The flooring is a wood laminate in light oak

· The light switch is to your right hand side as you enter at 132cm high, it is the first switch with switches for the boiler, under unit lights and fridge and freezer after it at the same height

· The kitchen has a second door leading out of it on the opposite side of the room in the right hand corner, this door leads into the dining room

· The kitchen has units in two L shapes around the walls immediately in front and to the right of you. The work surface is 90cm high and 60cm deep. The gap into the kitchen in-between the two L shaped unit area is 74cm.

· The dishwasher is located at the start of the L shaped set of units directly in front as you walk in; it is 60 cm wide and 84 cm high. Directly to the right of the dishwasher is the sink unit, to the right of the sink unit is a microwave in the corner of the L. To the right of the microwave is the electric ceramic hob that is 92cm high, with an extractor unit above it and cupboards.

· Directly underneath the hob is the electric double oven, this is 60 cm wide; the top oven/grill door is 72cm high and the main oven door is 46cm high

· On the opposite L shaped set of units as you enter the kitchen on your right there is a built in fridge at ground level 60cm wide, next to that is a built in freezer 60cm wide, then a cupboard, there are wall cupboards above all these base units; then you turn the corner of the L shaped base units and there is another cupboard then two more cupboards that contain catering standard crockery. The drawers above these have cutlery and utensils; the wall units above these have glasses and cups etc.

Dining Room & Garden Room

· The door from the kitchen into the dining room is 73.5cm wide, 196cm high; there is a slight difference in floor levels between the two rooms as the floor steps up 4cm into the dining room.
· The light switch is on your left as you enter the dining room
· The dining room floor is solid oak with matching solid oak skirting boards
· The dining table is to the left centre of the room. The rectangular table is 95cm wide x 180cm long. There are 6 main dining chairs with a further dining chair available in the games room
· There is a high chair available by request
· There is a drinks fridge located in the right hand corner of this room below bookshelves, this is 80cm high by 50 cm wide
· There is a CD/Radio player on the bookshelves above the drinks fridge
· There are two built in cupboards just past the drinks fridge on the right hand side of the room, the right hand one has the vacuum cleaner, spare bulbs, iron and ironing board and clothes rack in for your use. The left hand one is locked for owner use only
· There is a carbon monoxide detector alarm in the lounge at the bottom of the stairs which emits a loud continuous beep alarm and flashes a red light on detection of a fire
· There is a smoke alarm in the games room at the bottom of the stairs which emits a loud beep, beep alarm and flashes a red light on detection of a fire
· The laundry facilities are located in the corner of this room, see below for details
· Leading on from the dining room through two open arches with a pillar between them is the garden room with a chair and a two-seater settee, there is a low level coffee table in-between the seats
· There is a small downstairs WC leading off the garden room
Laundry

· The laundry facilities are located in the dining/garden room
· There is a washing machine and a tumble dryer both located in the built in cupboards in the far left corner of the room under the window. They are both 60cm wide and 90cm high 

· There is a wall mounted cupboard above the washer and dryer to the right with washing powder in

· There is also a rotary washing line at the top of the garden in front of the large decking 

Downstairs WC

· The door into the WC from the garden room is 75cm wide, 194cm high. There is a sliding bolt lock on the inside of the door above the handle. The pull switch for the light is on your left

· The toilet is to your right. The toilet seat is 40cm high, the space to the right is 18cm and the left 19cm. The sink height is 82cm

· The room also has a wall mounted heated towel rail to the right as you enter

· The floor is solid oak, the skirting is also solid oak 

Landing

· Light switch to the left hand side as reach top of stairs, one switch for stairs light and one for landing lights

· From the top of the stairs the landing extends 8meters to the left and 50cm to the right, it is 87cm wide

· There is a door to bedroom 1 immediately to the right at the top of stairs, then along the landing the first door on your left is to the bathroom, the second door on your left is to bedroom 2, the door at the end of the landing in front of you leads into bedroom 3

· There are smoke alarms at either end of the landing which both emit a load beep, beep and flashes a red light on detection of smoke

Upstairs Bedrooms

Bedroom 1 
· Accessed from the landing immediately at the top of the stairs to your right

· Door 73.5cm wide x 196cm high – hinged on the left. Carpeted with a beige, medium pile poly composite carpet
· Light switch to the right hand side as entering the room
· There is a double bed in a leather frame 50cm to the right hand side of the door as you enter
· Space to the left hand side of the bed is 130cm, space to the right hand side of the bed is 130cm
· All bedding is Egyptian cotton or percale with non feather pillows and quilt
· In all bedrooms additional pillows are available from the airing cupboard on the landing
· There are two separate reading lamps on bedside cabinets at each side of the bed
· There is a wardrobe, chest of drawers on the left hand side of the room and a dressing table on the right hand side of the room
· This bedroom has its own ensuite in the far right corner of the room, see below for details

Ensuite Shower room

· This is accessed from bedroom one; the door is 65cm wide, 198cm high. The light switch is on the outside of the room to the left of the door. The flooring is a light coloured porcelain tile.

· The shower cubicle is immediately to the left with a bi-fold door, max opening is 56cm. There is a step up into the shower of 25cm

· The shower cubicle is 70cm x 90cm, the height of the shower control is 104cm, the shower is thermostatically controlled

· The sink is straight in front of the door at a height of 81cm

· The toilet is to the right; the seat height is 42cm, the distance to the right of the toilet is 16cm, distance to the left is 27cm

· The room has a wall mounted heated towel rail on the right hand side next to the wc

Bedroom 2
· Accessed from the landing the second door on your left

· Door 73.5cm wide x 196cm high – hinged on the left. Carpeted with a beige medium pile poly composite carpet
· Light switch to the right hand side as entering the room
· There are two single beds to the left of the room
· Space is in the middle of the two beds and is 50cm wide
· There is a reading lamp on the bedside cabinet in-between the beds
· All bedding is Egyptian cotton or percale with non feather pillows and quilt
· In all bedrooms additional pillows are available from the airing cupboard on the landing
· There is a wardrobe and a dressing table on the right hand side of the room
Bedroom 3

· Accessed from the landing this is the last door at the end of the corridor

· Door 73.5cm wide x 196cm high – hinged on the right. Carpeted with a beige medium pile poly composite carpet
· Light switch to the left hand side as entering the room
· There is a super king sized divan bed 50cm to the left hand side of the door as you enter
· Space to the left hand side of the bed is 160cm, space to the right hand side of the bed is 50cm
· There is a single bed straight ahead in the right hand far corner
· All bedding is Egyptian cotton or percale with non feather pillows and quilt
· There are two separate reading lamps on bedside cabinets at each side of the super king bed
· There is a wardrobe and a chest of drawers in the left hand far corner of the room and a dressing table on the right hand side of the room
Bathroom

· This is accessed from the landing the first door on your left. The door is 73cm wide, 196cm high, the door is hinged on the right. The light switch is a pull string on your left hand side as you enter. The flooring is a light coloured stone tile. There is underfloor heating
· The shower cubicle is on the left hand side with a right handed sliding door with a max opening of 44cm. There is a step up into the shower of 23cm
· The shower cubicle is 900cm x 1200cm, the height of the shower control is 84cm and there is a diverter control to switch between the showerhead and body jets 36cm above the main control. The shower is thermostatically controlled
· The sinks are in the left hand back corner of the room next to the window, they are surface mounted on a oak washstand that is 80cm high, the taps are surface mounted behind the sinks, there are two sinks side by side
· The toilet is in the right hand back corner of the room the seat height is 42cm, the distance to the right of the toilet is 15cm the distance to the left is 22cm
· The bath is in the front right hand corner of the room; it is sunk into a frame with oak panelling. Bath height is 60cm, length 200cm, width is 100cm. The bath is double ended, the taps are surface mounted towards the wall in the centre behind the bath
· The room has a tall wall mounted heated towel rail next to the window

Outdoor Facilities

· Existing from the patio doors in the games room .The patio doors are 114cm wide and 196cm high, they have a sliding long bolt that has to be lifted out and bolts and lock at the top and bottom. The patio doors open outwards and there is a step down out of the patio doors 13cm high onto the level patio area

· Exiting from the back door from the Garden Room, there is a decking area up some concrete steps

· The back door is 83cm wide, 195cm high, the door opens inwards and there is a step down 12cm high

· From the back door there are 4 concrete Steps 111cm wide, 21cm high with a hand rail on the right, leading up to a wider step where there are further steps to the left made of decking with a hand rail on the left, there are 2 decking steps 15cm high, 60cm wide leading up onto the raised decking area. These steps can be slippery when wet or icy
· The raised decking area has a handrail and balustrades along the side to the left 104cm high, there is a wall 84cm high around the other two side which has trailing plants down it. The steps and decking have lighting which is either dusk to dawn operated or PIR sensor operated

· From the decking steps there are 5 further concrete steps up, which are 81cm wide, 22cm high, leading onto the driveway.

· From the top of these steps there is the driveway to the parking area or further steps onto the lawn area.

· The steps leading onto the lawns are made of stone and can be slippery when wet or icy. There are 7 steps, 54cm wide, 9 to12 cm high. These steps lead onto a large area of upwards sloping lawn with borders on both sides which are bark chipped
· At the top of the drive there is further decking. This can be accessed from the gravel driveway or from the lawn area. In front of the raised decking there are steps made from old railway sleepers, there are 4 Steps 12cm high, 182cm wide. These steps can be slippery when wet or icy.
· The steps lead on to a large decking area 7 metres square. The front of the decking area is open; it is edged with railway sleeper’s 3cm above the level of the decking. There is a drop of 50cm off the edge of the sleepers. The left hand side is also edged with sleepers with a conifer hedging behind. The rear of the decking has a bark chipped edging. There is a apple tree in the centre rear of the decking, care should be taken of the branches. The decking has garden and patio furniture to the left at the front and rear and to the right centre. There is also a BBQ available for guests to use. Care should be taken on the decking area as this can become slippery when wet or icy 
Additional Information

· A information booklet is produced in dyslexia friendly font, with information on operating appliances etc, plus separate folders on places of interest and operation of the wireless Internet
· There are instructions for calling the fire brigade on the door in the entrance hall 

· There is a basic first aid kit in the drawer next to the freezer in the kitchen

· No pets are allowed
· These premises are non smoking
· Please do not use candles in the interest of fire safety; there are several torches provided for use in an emergency and nightlights in glass containers for emergency use only
